Exercise Sheet 8
Exercise 1

Write a program which makes creates a text file by joining two existing text files. All the file names are passed as command line arguments. For example, 


java FileJoin source1.txt source2.txt final.txt
creates a new file called final.txt whose contents are those of source1.txt followed by source2.txt. Use classes Scanner for input and PrintWriter for output. When testing your solution, use two text files created using Notepad.

Exercise 2

Write a program which makes a copy of a text file, where the source and destination files are passed as command line arguments, e.g.

java Copytext source.txt destination.txt

Your program should print an error message as appropriate, when copying is not successful. The possible error messages describe one of the following situations:

(i)
Two arguments were not supplied at the command line.

(ii)
It was not possible to open the source file.

(iii)
It was not possible to create the output file.

Detect errors (ii) and (iii) by using try-catch blocks.

During testing, you can create situation (ii) by supplying a non-existent file, and situation (iii) by supplying an existing read-only file (to make a file read-only, right-click on the file name, select properties, and click read-only). 
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
